Presently HKAC offers
various post-secondary education programmes including an English
certificate course and a preparatory course for college or university
entrance.

Based on the Service Agreement, the HKCAAVQ was commissioned
by Hong Kong Adventist College [Fﬁ = ﬁﬂ}[ﬁa’] (the Operator) to
conduct a Learning Programme Re-Accreditation exercise to assess
and determine whether the Diploma in Pre-University Studies
continues to achieve the stated objectives and meet the Qualifications
Framework (QF) standard at QF Level 3.
