The 
Government gave support to the Institute in 2009 to develop into a 
multidisciplinary institution, with priority given to the strategic 
development of teacher education, offering programmes in Education 
and other complementary disciplines, as well as undertaking research 
and research training. Since 2010, the Institute has introduced six 
undergraduate programmes in its self-identified complementary areas.  
These programmes were accredited by the HKCAAVQ between 2010 
and 2014; and three of them were revalidated between 2013 and 
2014. The Institute was granted the Programme Area Status for three 
programme areas for a validity period of five years in September 2014. 

 
1.2 Based on the service agreement, the HKCAAVQ was commissioned 

by The Hong Kong Institute of Education  (the Institute) to conduct a 
Learning Programme Accreditation  (LPA) exercise with the following 
Terms of Reference: 
 
(a) To conduct an accreditation test as provided for in the 

Accreditation of Academic and Vocational Qualifications 
Ordinance (AAVQO) to determine whether the (i) Bachelor of 
Arts (Honours) in Creative Arts and Culture and 
Bachelor of Education (Honours) (Music) and (ii) Bachelor of 
Arts (Honours) in Creative Arts and Culture and 
Bachelor of Education (Honours) (Visual Arts) of The Hong Kong 
Institute of Education (the Institute) meet the stated objectives

(b) One year of attendance in a recognized AD/HD 

programme; or 
(c) Non-local qualifications such as a GCE Advanced Level, 

IB Diploma, High School Graduation Diploma or SAT; or 
(d) Current enrolment in a full-time or bachelor’s degree 

programme in one of Hong Kong’s UGC-funded 
institutions; or 

(e) HKALE qualification; or 
(f) Mature applicants who are at least 25 years of age as of 

31 August of the year of entry; or 
(g) Possession of other exceptional abilities that merit 

special considerations. 
 
English Language Requirement 
The following is a list of acceptable tests and scores 
required: 
(a) Grade E/Level 2 or above in the HKCEE/HKDSE English 

Language (applicable to holders of a recognized 
AD/HD); or 

(b) Grade E or above in ASL Use of English in the HKALE; 
or 

(c) Level 3 or above in English Language in the HKDSE; or 
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(d) A score of 550 or above in the paper-based TOEFL (213 
or above in the computer-based test and 80 or above in 
the Internet-based test); or 

(e) A minimum overall band of 6 in the academic version of 
IELTS; or 

(f) Grade C or above in GCSE/GCE O-level English. 
 
Chinese Language Requirement 
Applicants are normally required to obtain the following: 
(a) Grade E/Level 2 or above in the HKCEE/HKDSE 

Chinese Language (applicable to holders of a 
recognized AD/HD); or 

(b) Grade E or above in ASL Chinese Language & Culture 
in the HKALE; or 

(c) Level 3 or above in Chinese Language in the HKDSE.
