Introduction

The University is the only private university in Hong Kong to date. It
was founded in 1971 as Hong Kong Shue Yan College, and has been
registered under the Post Secondary Colleges Ordinance (Cap. 320)
since 1976. It became the first recognized private degree-awarding
institution in Hong Kong in 2001, and gained the university status in
December 2006. At present, the University operates twelve bachelor
degree programmes at QF Level 5 and five postgraduate programmes
at QF Level 6.

Based on the Service Agreement, HKCAAVQ was commissioned by
Hong Kong Shue Yan University (the University) to conduct a learning
programme re-accreditation exercise with the following Terms of
Reference:
