Hong Kong Nang Yan College of Higher Education (the College) [F#
HE{E 28] was registered under the Companies Ordinance (Cap.
32) as a non-profit making company limited by guarantee in April 2012.
The College underwent an Institutional Review exercise conducted by
HKCAAVQ in 2013 and was registered as a post-secondary college
under the Post Secondary Colleges Ordinance (Cap. 320) in April
2014. Presently the College offers various kinds of post-secondary
education programmes including Bachelor's Degree programmes at
QF Level 5, Associate Degree programmes at QF Level 4, and other
Certificate and Diploma programmes ranging from QF Levels 1 to 3.

Based on the Service Agreement, HKCAAVQ was commissioned by
Hong Kong Nang Yan College of Higher Education [F (5 _FE5%]
(the Operator) to conduct a Learning Programme Re-Accreditation
exercise to assess and determine whether the Diploma in Foundation
Studies for Higher Education Programme meets the stated objectives
and QF standard, and can continue to be offered as an accredited
programme from the 2016/17 academic year.
