3.4 Graduation Requirements

designated stream and within a maximum of a two-year period; and 

� In order to satisfactorily complete a module, a participant is required to complete 
all prescribed assignments, projects and presentation; and obtain a “Pass” 
grade or above for all assignments, assessments or examinations. 
 

3.5 Admission Requirements 
 

� Mature student aged 23 or above with 5 years of relevant experience; or 
� Holder of recognized qualifications accredited at QF Level 4 or equivalent; or 
� Holder of Higher Diploma / Professional Diploma in Fine Art QF Level 4 from 

Hong Kong Art School; or 
� Holder of relevant certificate, diploma or academic qualifications that are 

recognised by the School. 
 
 
4. Substantial Change 
 
4.1 Maintenance of the HKCAAVQ accreditation status during the validity period is 

subject to no substantial change being made without prior approval by HKCAAVQ.
