Edinburgh Napier University (ENU) was established in 1964, and
attained full university status in 1992. It offers over 150 undergraduate
and around 120 postgraduate courses, with a staffing complement of
more than 1,500. In 2015, ENU was awarded the Queen’s
Anniversary Prize for Higher and Further Education.

ENU and HKU SPACE commenced their partnership in 1970. In 2017,
they offer 13 programmes in a range of different disciplines.
